SUMMARIES

On a pound volume basis, Q1 2011 fresh UPC product was down compared to YAGO (8.4%).  Dehy was also down in volume during Q1 2011, however losses were minimal compared to fresh.  All other product groups grew in volume sales, with the largest volume gains occurring in refrigerated potatoes (2.4%).  Fresh dollars grew 8.5% vs. YAGO as a result of price increases of 18.5%. All other product groups, with the exception of dehy, registered dollar gains.  The largest dollar growth was recorded in refrigerated potatoes (9.9%) where prices rose 7.4%.
For the 52 weeks ending 3/26/2011, chips and refrigerated recorded volume gains vs. YAGO.  Fresh, dehy, and frozen showed volume losses over the past 52 weeks.  Fresh volume sales were down the most over the past year, 6.2%.

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Chip sales continued to increase in Q1 2011, however that rate of growth (1.1%) had slowed over the past four quarters.  Fresh and dehy sales demonstrated declines in the latest quarter.  For fresh, that rate of decline continued to grow for the past three quarters.  Dehy sales fell slightly after an anomalous period of growth in Q4 2010.  Refrigerated sales, on the other hand, have rebounded by 2.4% after a rare slump in sales during the previous quarter.  Finally, frozen sales rose 0.2% in Q1 2011, demonstrating a slight rate of growth for first time since Q2 2010.

Fresh Bagged
In Q1 2011, fresh pounds were down 8.4%, dollars were up 8.5%, and price/pound increased $0.08 from $0.42 to $0.50.  Small pack size products performed best, up 20.6% in volume.  Large value-sized 16-50 pound packages demonstrated the largest losses, down 18.6% in volume sales. 

Purples were up 299.9% in pounds, while whites were down 16.7%.  Volume sales fell across nearly every region, with the largest rate of loss occurring in the West South Central where volume fell 14.9%.  New England was the only region to demonstrate growth, up 0.5% in fresh bagged pound sales.
The 52-week perspective showed pounds were down 6.2%, dollars were down 1.9%, and price/pound increased by $0.02 from $0.45 to $0.47.

In Q1 2011, pounds and dollars were up, while prices fell 0.6% vs. YAGO.  The largest volume growth was recorded in the Mountain region, up 6.3%. 
On a 52-week basis volume increased 3.9%, while prices declined 1.1%.  Dollars grew 2.8% over that same period.

Dehy

In Q1 2011, both mashed and specialty dehy products registered declines in volume and dollars.  Specialty showed the largest losses in volume, down 4.1% vs. YAGO.  Prices in specialty rose 0.5% to $4.45 while dollars declined 3.7% vs. YAGO.  Volume and dollar losses in mashed were not as great.  This was a result of  the smaller prices increases in mashed, the larger of the two segments.  Overall dehy sales only fell slightly, down 0.7% in volume and 0.2% in dollars. The greatest volume losses for total dehy occurred in the Mid Atlantic where pounds declined by 9.4%.  Over the 52-week timeframe total dehy experienced a 1% decrease in pounds and a 1.5% decrease in dollars.

In Q1 2011, refrigerated potatoes grew in dollars and pounds, up 9.9% and 2.4% respectively.  Non-mashed refrigerated products demonstrated the largest increases up 13% in dollars and 2.8% in pounds.  Mashed products showed healthy growth as well, up 8.8% in dollars and 2.1% in volume despite a 6.5% increase in prices.  The largest volume gains for total refrigerated occurred in the Mountain region where volume sales grew by 16.2% and prices fell by 3.8%.  Over 52 weeks refrigerated potatoes gained 3.6% in pounds and 7% in dollars.  Prices over the past 12 months rose slightly, up 3.3% vs. YAGO.
